Step 2  Complete and submit this ‘Form to Reapply for a Postgraduate Scholarship’ to the MSO.

Step 3  Attach to this form the documents required to support your application. You may indicate below if you would like
us to use documents that you provided with your application for the 2007 scholarships. If you select this option,
providing you lodged all of the required documents with your 2007 application, the only documents that you will
need to lodge are those that verify anything you have accomplished in the last 12 months that is relevant to your
2008 scholarship application (eg academic transcripts for any tertiary courses you may have completed in the
last year, evidence of publications in refereed journals etc).
